In reviewing grant applications, the Fund will follow its mission statement, which is to enhance the quality of life by attempting to meet the charitable, educational, cultural, recreational, environmental, and social welfare needs of people of the greater Ishpeming area.

1.  The Greater Ishpeming Area Community Fund has a commitment to the people of the   Ishpeming Area and western Marquette County

2.  Grants are made only to non-profit organizations, exempt from federal taxation.

3.  Grants are not made to individuals, except in the form of scholarships.

4.  Grants are generally given one-time only for specific purposes

5.  Grants are generally not given for ordinary operating expenses or travel.

6.  Grants are made with the understanding that the foundation has no obligation of commitment


to provide any additional support to the grantee.


7.  Requests for support of projects by religious groups will be considered if a


general need is being met and the project does not promote the teachings of a particular


church or denomination.


8.  Grants may not be used for any political campaign or to support attempts to influence the


legislature or any governmental body other than through making available the result of


nonpartisan analysis, study and research.


9.  The fund will operate without discrimination as to age, race, religion, sex, or national


origin in the consideration of grant requests, and will award grants only to grant seekers who


do not likewise discriminate.

     Careful consideration will be given to:

1) The potential impact of the request and the number of people who will benefit.

2) An imaginative and experimental approach.

3) The extent of local volunteer involvement and support for the project.

4) The commitment and composition of the requesting organization's directors and trustees.

5) The degree to which the applicant works with or complements the services of other

community organizations in an attempt to eliminate duplication of services.

6) The organization's fiscal responsibility and management qualifications.

7) The possibility of using the grant as seed money for matching funds from other sources. 

8) The ability of the organization to obtain the necessary additional funding to implement the


project.

9) The ability of the organization to provide ongoing funding after the term of the grant has


expired.

10) The fulfillment of widely perceived community needs.
